2010 DRUG AND ALCOHOL POLICY

Abuse of drugs and alcohol is a nationwide problem that affects persons of every age, race, gender, and ethnic group.  It poses risks to the health and safety of both the individual and the community, and The American Legion is committed to taking steps to reduce these risks.

To do so, The American Legion, Department of Missouri Baseball Commission has adopted a zero tolerance policy for all players, coaches and officials participating in The Missouri American Legion Baseball Program.

No team members shall report for any team related activity (practice, games, or other sponsored functions) if they have used alcohol or any controlled substance, except when a physician has prescribed medication for valid medical condition and the member is taking it as prescribed.

Team members who are seen by a member of the coaching staff or another adult in a position of authority, using or possession drugs or alcohol, or in possession of drug paraphernalia (as defined in the Missouri State Statutes) during a team event will be subject to the discipline listed below.

In instances where another person, such as another team member, family member or fan, reports a violation of this policy, the violation will be investigated on a case by case basis.  If the person reporting the violation is willing to provide a written statement and/or testify in court (if needed) the report may be treated the same as if the violation was observed by a member of the coaching staff or an adult in a position of authority.

DISCIPLINE:  FOR VIOLATION OF THIS POLICY, THE PLAYER, MANAGER, COACH OR OFFICIAL ASSOCIATED WITH AMERICAN LEGION BASEBALL WILL BE SUSPENDED FROM PARTICIPATION IN THE AMERICAN LEGION, DEPARTMENT OF MISSOURI BASEBALL PROGRAM FOR THE REMAINDER OF THE SEASON. (SEE MISSOURI PLAYING RULE #1 (I).

I acknowledge that I have seen and read the above American Legion Department of Missouri Baseball Commissions Drug and Alcohol Policy.
I understand that any violation of this Drug and Alcohol Policy will result in my immediate suspension from my participation in The American Legion, Department of Missouri’s Baseball Program, and it will directly affect my ability to become a member of any Department of Missouri, American Legion Baseball Team in the future.

In the event I take any over-the-counter or prescription medication, I agree to take them according to the directions, and to only take prescription medications prescribed to me for a valid medical condition.
